Here 
is a story sent to us by some 
friends. 

òLast week at small group a guy 
named Matt shared that he and his 
wife are separated. His wife told 
him she is done with the marriage 
and is not even sure she ever 
wanted to be married to him in the 
first place.  

Matt said that his marriage falling 
apart had brought him back to the 
place of searching out his 
faith. He has been a 
Christian since he was four 
years old but has been on 
a journey in his faith 
sometimes closer to the 
Lord and sometimes not 
so close. He asked for 
p r a y e r .  F o r 
wisdom. For help to hold 
onto hope. He said it was 
especially hard waking up at 3AM 
and finding himself in his empty 
house feeling like his world was 
falling apart.  

Tonight at small group we were 
totally blown away. When it was 
Matt's turn to share he said that 
while things have only continued to 
be really rough with his wife that he 
actually was feeling hope in his 
heart. He then went on to say that 
we had mentioned IHOP-KC to him 
last week and so he checked it out 

o n l i n e .  H e  s u b s c r i b e d  t o 
theprayerroom.tv webstream and 
has been blasting it in his empty 
house all week. It is so incredible 
because it is going 24-7, so 
instead of feeling alone in his house 
he has been sitting with his guitars 
and has been jamming along with 
the webstream.  

The conversation moved on but 
later someone else in the group 
mentioned that she didn't quite 
understand what he was talking 
about before. What is IHOP-KC? 
What is the òwebstreamó?  

Matt began to describe the 
ministry...this group of people that 
are worshiping and praying 24-7... 
they have 2 hour prayer meetings 
with a lot of worship all throughout 
t h e m . . . t he  m e e t i ng s  n e v e r 
e n d . . . t h e  m u s i c  i s  q u i t e 
s o p h i s t i c a t e d . . . a l l  d i f f e r e n t 
instruments...various styles of 
music... lots of energy...really 
positiveé 

The conversation continued.... 

We just sat there listening mostly. It 
was amazing to hear what God 
was doing and how God is 
ministering to Matt through worship 
and prayer. He is a musician and 
teaches at UMass Amherst, a 
'music computer class' that works 
with computer programs used for 
music composition!
