Kansas City is renown
Day Parade. As we say here in KC, "it's the
one day that everyone is lIrish." People
come from all over the region to drink and
have a good fime. Our ministry joins the
crowds assembled along the streets, but
we don't come for the beer or partying.
We come with one goal in mind - to share
the Gospel.

Every March 17th IHOP-KC gathers our staff
together to march in the Saint Patrick's Day
parade through the middle of downtown
KC while over 200,000 Kansas Citians come
to watch. Our inspiration comes from two
Bible passages, Isaiah 40 and 2 Chronicles
20. Both of these Passages are fully worth
reading some time today.

So what did we do? We put a man up on
top of a big mountain (actually a parade
float built to look like a mountain, not a
real mountain) and he preached the
gospel in 30 second sermons to the crowd

was the Isaiah 40 part (‘Get up on a
mountain, say to Jerusalem, "behold your
God"). As for 2 Chronicles 20, we did that
by assembling 300 singers behind the float
to sing the praises of God while the
preacher preached from the mountain.
How's that for a gospel presentation.

What blows my mind the most as | write this
is that every year in Kansas City 200,000
hear a clear presentation of the gospel.
We know that this is by no means the most
effective way to share the gospel but we
also know that God uses many ways. We
want to be faithful fo get the message out
and pray for more opportunities every day
to share with those that don't know Jesus.
