Thank You

thanks God for the truths of the scriptures  

Release Revelation  

This is another great phrase to pray as you 

read the Bible. But I find that revelation is 

more than just about spiritual issues. Iõll 

often pray this before going to a meeting.  

Use Me 

This is a great phrase to pray when youõre 

hanging out with friends or when helping 

some in need.  

Strengthen Me  

When I pray this prayer, Iõm actually 

thinking of Ephesians 3:16 -19. This is just my 

two word way of referencing that prayer.  

Teach Me  

This one is pretty obviousé 

The thing that gets me most excited when I 

pray these simple prayers is that God loves 

to answer them. He promises that if we call 

to Him, He will answer.
